Greetings in the name of the Lord Jesus.  I apologize for taking so long to communicate with you following an extraordinarily busy spring and summer.  Project Paraguay met on the 12th of September to review the first half of 2011 and to hear news from a team from First Presbyterian Church of Stanley, NC, which went to Paraguay in early July.

Iglesia Presbiteriana El Renuevo and Church Plants

El Renuevo continues with about 100 in attendance on the Lord’s Day; the church has purchased more chairs to accommodate the growth, for which we praise God.  Barrio Parque is also growing.  Outreach continues in the church plants of Mariano Roque Alonso and Itapuamí.  The team from NC was able to visit the plants and brought a good report about the work there.  Roberto and Angela Maureira are well, and their son, Carlos is recovering nicely.  Give praise and thanks to God for what He is doing at El Renuevo and in the church plants.

Miguel Díaz, the pastoral intern at El Renuevo, is a candidate for the pastoral ministry, and has already submitted his testimony and response to the call.  Project Paraguay has asked several Spanish-speaking elders in the PCA to form a committee to examine Miguel for the pastorate.  Pray for Pastors Joel Acevedo, Tomás Yeomans and Amsler as they meet soon to formulate a plan for examining Miguel.

School

The school has two more months in the academic year, which ends in late November in Paraguay.  Pray for a strong finish to the year, and for planning over the summer (December-February) for 2012. 

Financial Statement and Budget

As of June 30, 2011, income exceeded expenses by about $500.  However, since then, the falling dollar has caused everything in Paraguay to be more expensive for those receiving funds in dollars, so there is financial strain on the ministry.
