Dear:

Greetings in the name of the Lord Jesus.  I apologize for the long delay in corresponding with you.  Summer is gone and fall is here, and my records indicate that I last wrote in May!
Two teams traveled to Paraguay this summer, one from First Presbyterian Church in Stanley, NC, and another from several Virginian churches.  From Project Paraguay, Bob Sowers, Albert Veldhuyzen, Joel Acevedo and I went with the second team.  Pastor Joel and I spent a significant amount of time speaking with folks at El Renuevo whom Roberto had asked us to interview.
Iglesia Presbiteriana El Renuevo and Church Plants
El Renuevo has about 70 members and 40 children.  The church continues to support the work in Barrio Parque, which now has about 25 members and 12 students in a school.  Outreach is also happening in Mariano Roque Alonso and a new area called Itapuamí.  Our team spent two Lord’s Days in Paraguay, so I had the opportunity to visit both Roque Alonso and Itapuamí, where many children attended.  Give praise and thanks to God for what He is doing in these four areas and pray fervently for many Paraguayans to come to know Christ through.  Pray also for the teams from El Renuevo that go to the three outlying areas (Parque, Roque Alonso and Itapuamí).  There is a great deal of coordinating that needs to be done by the members of El Renuevo in order to have a service at each location every week.  Pray for the formation of a Paraguayan Presbytery; five churches are needed to form such a Presbytery.
School

The school will close out the academic year in about a month with attendance of 106 students.  Alcida Franco continues capably as the Director.  Give praise for the outreach of the school, and pray for a new location for the classrooms and offices, since the school is outgrowing the church building (a nice “problem” to have).
Update on Carlos Maureira

Most of you are aware that Pastor Roberto and Angela Maureira’s son, Carlos, was on a motorcycle when he was struck by a bus earlier this month, leaving him with a severely damaged foot.  Surgeons have operated and are cautiously optimistic about Carlos’ recovery.  Pray that this young believer (21 years old) will regain full use of his foot.
