Greetings in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Here is the quarterly update from Project Paraguay.

Iglesia Presbiteriana El Renuevo and Barrio Parque (“Parque”)

While we deal with the cold of winter, Paraguay is in the middle of summer.  El Renuevo held its annual meeting in December and reported that there were 71 active members on the rolls of the church, with 11 more ready for reception in January and four more in February.  The goal for the end of 2010 is 120 members with a further target of 150.  Pastor Roberto Maureira reports that “the sanctuary is becoming small,” a nice “problem” to have.  El Renuevo praises God for providing money for a new set of drums for the worship team.  Leadership classes have begun in Parque to accommodate the growth there.  The session has approved hiring a man to assist with the plant in Mariano Roque.  Give praise and thanks for the many marvelous things that are happening at El Renuevo!
School

The school is preparing for the start of the academic year at the end of February/beginning of March.  Pray for many students to attend, and for this important outreach in the community.

Financial Condition of Project Paraguay

Support for 2009 improved and finished the year on budget.  The Committee has approved an operating budget of $27,000 for 2010.  We are thankful for the addition of another church and another family as monthly donors.  Please email us if you would like a detailed copy of the budget, which we are glad to send to you.

New Developments

The Committee met on January 18th and reviewed the ministry.  We praise God for the work of Jennifer Veldhuyzen, a student at the University of Virginia and member of Project Paraguay, who has assisted with the website, www.projectparaguay.org, which we urge you to visit for updates.

Two teams from First Presbyterian Church, Stanley, NC, and New Life Community Church, Stafford, VA, will visit Paraguay in July and August, respectively.  Please pray that these teams will work effectively with our Paraguayan brothers and sisters to spread the good news about Christ.

There are several pressing needs in Paraguay:

· A new truck for Pastor Maureira to be used in the ministry ($8,000)
· A roof for the sanctuary in Barrio Parque ($6,000)
· Work to finish El Renuevo ($5,000)
Please consider if you are able to assist with a one-time gift for these needs.

The Committee would also like to invite Roberto and Angela Maureira to come to the US for a couple of weeks in October in order to visit churches and individuals.  If you are able to donate money (or frequent flyer miles) for a ticket for Roberto and Angela, would you please let us know?  It would be a wonderful blessing for many of our supporting churches to meet the Maureiras.
